10. Minimum Course Load Requirement During Exchange (Undergraduates)

During the entire study period at CUHK, each student can go on exchange for a maximum of one academic year, i.e. two regular academic terms plus one u-
wide summer exchange.  

a.    For each academic term, students must enroll in a minimum of 9 units, and obtain passing grades in at least 6 units of courses (except summer term). 

Courses offered by host institutions may or may not be open to CUHK students. 

a.     Students who have an expected graduation date of 31 July 2025 in CUSIS record are categorized as final year students.

b.    Final year students cannot select 2nd term programmes under any circumstances.

a.     Students must have a cumulative GPA 2.70 or above AND fulfill the CGPA requirement specified by the host institution.

b.     GPA for the 1st term of the current academic year must be counted.

Be aware that some programmes require students to have at least completed Year 2 or Year 3 before going on exchange.

b.     For definition of different levels of proficiency, please see below.

b.     Only scores from tests taken on or after 1 September 2023 are considered valid.

c.     Students are required to provide their TOEFL/IELTS score report. Their full name, test date and scores must be clearly shown on the report. 

b.     Pay attention to the remarks (e.g. for local students only or not open to Singaporean and Malaysian citizens etc).

d.    TOEFL MyBest Scores is not accepted for exchange applications.

a.     The minimum level of proficiency which the selected students must have at the time of application is a level just lower than the requirement specified, if 
there are any. (e.g. if intermediate level is required, students must have elementary level at the time of application, i.e. about 150-200 learning hours or 
currently enrolled in a Language IV course at CUHK.) By the time the students participate in the exchange programmes, they should fulfill the specified 
requirement.

a.     For programmes marked with a #, students must apply with a valid TOEFL/IELTS score (including overall score and sub-scores, if applicable) which 
meets the requirements specified. Otherwise, they will NOT be considered as eligible applicants for the programmes. 

a.     If a programme has major/discipline requirements, please check if you can meet the requirements, e.g. if a programme only accepts students in Business 
or Economics major, please do not apply if you are in another discipline.
